Approval of the Climate Smart Task Force for the Town of North East: 

 

Councilman Kennan stated that as part of the participation in the Climate Smart program, the 

State requires a task force to move actions forward.  Initially, the Conservation Advisory 

Committee of the Town was acting in that capacity.  This is a proposal to set up a stand-alone 

task force and will be focused on the Climate Smart activities of the Town and Village.

CSC TASK FORCE RESOLUTION FOR TOWN OF NORTH EAST 

 

WHEREAS, the Town of North East (hereinafter " local government") believes that 

climate change poses a real and increasing threat to our local and global environments and is 

primarily due to the burning of fossil fuels; and  

 

WHEREAS, the effects of climate change will endanger our infrastructure, economy and 

livelihoods; harm our farms, orchards, and ecological communities, including native fish and 

wildlife populations; spread invasive species and exotic diseases; reduce drinking water supplies 

and recreational opportunities; and pose health threats to our citizens; and  
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WHEREAS, we believe that our response to climate change provides us with an 

unprecedented opportunity to save money, and to build livable, energy-independent and secure 

communities, vibrant innovation economies, healthy and safe schools, and resilient 

infrastructures; and  

 

WHEREAS, we believe the scale of greenhouse gas (CHG) emissions reductions 

required for climate stabilization will require substantial and sustained efforts; and  

  

WHEREAS, we believe that even if emissions were dramatically reduced today, communities 

would still be required to adapt to the effects of climate change for decades to come: and 

 

WHEREAS, the State of New York has embarked on a Climate Smart Communities 

program to engage and enable local villages, towns and counties in NY State to take actions 

which collectively will help to reduce GHG emissions and mitigate the adverse effects of climate 

change; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Town of North East and the Village of Millerton have each adopted the 

New York State Climate Smart Communities Pledge and have been designated as Registered NY 

State Climate Smart Communities; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Town of North East had previously identified the Conservation 

Advisory Committee of the Town of North East to serve the CSC Task Force on behalf of both 

communities; and 

 

WHEREAS, it would be desirable and more effective to create a stand-alone task force 

to focus all its activity on the CSC actions of the Town of North East and the Village of 

Millerton, 

 

THEREFORE IT IS HEREBY RESOLVED, that the Town of North East, in order to 

participate fully in the Climate Smart Communities program of NY State, moves to establish a 

Climate Smart Communities Task Force, comprised of not less than one member of the Town 

Board of the Town of North East and one member of the Village of Millerton Board of Trustees, 

along with interested members of both communities, and  

 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Town Board of the Town of North East moves to 

appoint Kathy Chow to serve as Coordinator of the Town of North East CSC Task Force, and 

 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, the Town Board of the Town of North East will create 

a CSC Green Team, comprised of employees of the Town of North East and the Village of 

Millerton, to help to coordinate and implement actions taken by the Town of North East and the 

Village of Millerton as part of their CSC Pledge.

David Sherman reviewed various sections of the Plan and outlined numerous areas of concern 

regarding the language on how some items were stated and others seem incomplete. 

 

Councilman Fedele stated there were many comments that should have been reviewed with the 

committee during their two-year task of drafting the Plan. 

 

Dale Culver stated there were several public meetings moving forward with the Plan.  The Plan 

makes zoning suggestions for the Town.  The future zoning review will address the deficiencies.   

 

KT Clune agreed and the information was available online to review.  

 

Mary Lynn Kalogeras said there were several meetings and the issues should have been brought 

up sooner.   

 

Meg Bertrand-Winkler asked if there is a timeline to get through the Plan.   

 

Supervisor Kaye said the entire process is complete with this being the last step.  There have 

been two and a half years of work, meetings, public hearings, and comments.  There has been 

ample opportunity for everyone to have his or her say.  It is difficult to consider all of the 

comments now. 

 

Dale Culver said the zoning review to come would be able to update and amend areas outlined in 

the Plan. 

 

Joshua Schultz said the static body of text is a guide. 

 

Attorney Replansky stated the document will undergo review and revision.  The zoning can’t be 

inconsistent with the Plan.  The next step, after adoption, is the second phase of revising the 

Town’s zoning code.  He asked Mr. Sherman to submit his comments in writing.

significant impact with the adoption of the Plan.  This is a negative SEQRA declaration.

RESOLUTION ISSUING A NEGATIVE SEQRA DECLARATION FOR THE 

ADOPTION OF THE TOWN/VILLAGE JOINT COMPREHENSIVE PLAN AND 

ADOPTING THE TOWN/VILLAGE JOINT COMPREHENSIVE PLAN 
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WHEREAS, the Town of North East Town Board and the Village of Millerton Village 

Board identified a need to review and update their existing Joint Comprehensive Plan (“Joint 

Comprehensive Plan”) to properly plan growth and development in the Village and the Town; 

and 

WHEREAS, the Village Board and Town Board assigned the task of reviewing and 

preparing a draft Joint Comprehensive Plan to the joint Village of Millerton/Town of North East 

Comprehensive Plan Committee whose members were chosen by the Village Board and the 

Town Board; and  

 

WHEREAS, Nan Stolzenburg d/b/a Community Planning and Environmental Associates 

provided the necessary planning and consulting services to the Committee in conjunction with 

the implementation of this project; and 

 

WHEREAS, as a result of a joint cooperative effort between the Village Board and the 

Town Board, the Comprehensive Plan Committee drafted a proposed update to the Joint 

Comprehensive Plan (“Joint Comprehensive Plan Draft”), after soliciting input from the 

community via a survey, and the conduct of planning workshops, focus groups, public meetings 

and public hearings pursuant to the requirements of New York State Town Law §272-a and 

Village Law §7-722; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Comprehensive Plan Committee has submitted a Draft Joint 

Comprehensive Plan to the Village Board and Town Board for the consideration of, and adoption 

by, each respective Board; and 

 

WHEREAS, the adoption of a Comprehensive Plan pursuant to Village Law §722 and 

Town Law §272-a has been determined to be a Type I action pursuant to the New York State 

Environmental Quality Review Act (“SEQRA”) and 6 NYCRR Part 617.4; and  

  

WHEREAS, the proposed action will not require permits and approvals from any local, 

regional or State agencies, other than the Village Board and Town Board, prior to adoption of the 

plan and therefore a coordinated SEQRA review with any other agencies was not required; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Draft Joint Comprehensive Plan has been referred to the Dutchess 

County Department of Planning and Development for an advisory opinion pursuant to GML 

§239-m; and 

 

WHEREAS, Dutchess County Department of Planning and Development preliminarily 

reviewed the Comprehensive Plan and made certain suggestions for amendment thereto, which 

suggestions have been adopted and incorporated in the final version of the Joint Comprehensive 

Plan; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Town Board determined that it was appropriate for both the Village 

Board and the Town Board to serve as co-lead agencies under SEQRA and the Town Board 

declared itself as co-lead agency and consented to the Village Board serving with the Town as 

co-lead agency for the environmental review of this action; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Town Board with the assistance of its consultant planner and attorney 

prepared a Part 1 of a Full Environmental Assessment Form (EAF) pursuant to the requirements 

set forth in 6 NYCRR Part 617; and 

 

WHEREAS, the EAF Part 1 was referred to the Dutchess County Department of 

Planning and Development with the Draft Comprehensive Plan; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Town Board scheduled a public hearing on said Comprehensive Plan 

for November 14, 2019 at 7:25 p.m. at the North East Town Hall and provided notice of said 

public hearing as required by law; and 

 

WHEREAS, the Town Board opened the public hearing on November 14, 2019 and 

closed the public hearing on said date; and 
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WHEREAS, the Town Board, after the close of the public hearing, completed its 

SEQRA review by completing Part 2 of the Full EAF and by adoption of Part 3 of the EAF, 

which included a narrative articulating the reasons supporting the Town Board’s SEQRA 

determination; and 

 NOW, THEREFORE, be it RESOLVED as follows by the Town Board of the Town of 

North East: 

1. That the adoption of the Joint Comprehensive Plan will result in no significant 

adverse impacts on the environment and, therefore, that an Environmental Impact 

Statement need not be prepared; and 

 

2. That the Joint Comprehensive Plan and the appendices annexed thereto and made 

a part thereof is hereby adopted as the Joint Comprehensive Plan of the Town of 

North East and Village of Millerton;  

 

3. That the Town Clerk shall file a final copy of the Town/Village Joint 

Comprehensive Plan with the Town of North East Town Clerk and the Village of 

Millerton Village Clerk and with the Dutchess County Department of Planning and 

Development, as required by §272-a of the Town Law;  

 

4. That the Town Clerk shall publish notice of the Negative Declaration in the DEC 

Environmental Notice Bulletin as required by the SEQRA Regulations.

 WHEREAS, Subdivision 3 of Section 14-a of the Domestic Relations Law has been 

amended by Chapter 297 of the Laws of 1963 to provide, in relevant part, that a Town may elect 

to waive the fee for a marriage certificate when either of the parties making application for such 

certificate is a member of the armed forces of the United States on active duty; and 

 

 WHEREAS, the Town Board has determined to waive such fee.
